Dear Dr. Lederbergt 

At long last I am reporting on your cultures S W  1161 (CDC 246-57) 
and S W  1162 (CDC 247-57). I had not tried to rush the report on these 
since I knew that you were traveling and would be out of Madison. 

So far as we aan see S W  1161 is a monophasio form having the 
formula 4,5,12t b. When placed in absorbed b serum the aulture consist- 
ently has gone to a s33 phass. Since the b serum was absorbed with 
S. paratyphi B  phase 2, one would think that there were no interfering 
factors present which would retard migration of a second phase that 
might be present. 

The formula for S W  1162 is 4,5,12~ b-i (or i-b). In our handa 
this culture has caused no difficulty in the reversal of phases and I 
have reversed each of the two phases seven times, each reversal from 
a single oolony. 

I do not quite understand the pedigree of S W  1162 and will be 
interested to hear more about it when I see you. 

At the present time I intend to leave Atlanta on April 24 and 
arrive in Madison the same day at 1~28 P.M. I would appreciate it very 
much if you would make a hotel reservation for me for April 24. I plan 
to leave Madison at 2:15 P.M. on April 28.
