We will
end up in a Hitlerian regime if we do not find
a way to contain it. Shoot-outs and bombings
and other provocations will tear apart the fab-
ric of mutual accomodation that makes democra-
tic society possible. It is still true that
police and federal doctrine is to contain vio-
lence wiith the minimum injury to the €rowd; the
exceptions are deplorable and dangerous, and
there will be the more of them, the more we
condone the rhetoric of violence and of its
exemplification,
