
MEMORAHDUM OF C-REHm WITH DEBlo JOHR BC ARD PRCE’ESSOR UZDRRRERG 

re: Proposed amointment of Dr. Kimball C. Atwood 

Discussed the possibility of appointing Dr. Kimball C. Atwood 
as Associate Professor of Medical Genetics. Lederberg called attent ion 
to the fact that genetics is of great importance in the medical field, 
and that The University of Wisconsin now has an opportunity to %ornern 
the market. In other words, he feels that vith Lederberg-Revton Morton- 
and Kimball Atwood, we would have sn outstanding tesm , and cculd leed 
the way in this important field. Many of the ihatitutiona , he said, 
do not have any genetics -- and its importance is just now being 
rsalised. He thinks it would be highly desirable for Wiscomin to 
step out and show the world what could be done ix this field. 

Mr. Fred called attention to the fact that at the end of the 
period of the research grant (which would pay the full salary of Dr. 
Atwood) s it would be necessary for the Tmiversity to take over the 
entire sugporf of Dr. Atwood - and that he doubted that f’unds were 
sufficient to do so. This would seen en addition of at least $11,000 
to $12,000 (perhaps more) esch year. The present salary of Dr. Atwood 
is $9,000 (academic bizsis) at the rank of Associate Professor. 

Dean Bovers is anxious to go ahead with this rqrpointment. 
He feels that at ths end of the period of support from ths research 
grant he could find f’unds in some other department in arder to build 
up the work in genetics. 

Mr. Fred said he could not make a defiti”.e decision at this 
tine, but hopes to have an answer to this request soon. He stated that, 
in his opinion, there am not funds sufficient to justify taking on 
another permanent appaintsmt in the Medical School. 

Mr. Fred raised the question whether it would be possible to 
find some younger individual to carry on this work. Dr. Lederberg 
stated that if a younger man were solscted it would take such a loug 
training period that it would seriously delay this highly important 
snd new research field in medicine. 

In other words, Dr. Sederberg is most anxious that this 
request be granted -- end he is sure that this uteamn will be able 
to accampliah remarkable results.
