(As
far as I can tell, azodicarbonamide is the favored agent for this
purpose now, and it scares the pants off me that we don't know
what kinds of adducts this makes with food ingredients. Hydrazine-
dicarbonamide (the di-hydro derivative readily formed during baking)
has been reasonably well checked out, but I see no reason to believe
that a wide variety of other inherently suspicious products are not
formed. ) Anyhow, my present inquiry is about the persulfate. I
note that it is listed for bleaching starch.

Is there any easy way to find out the quantiffties of these compounds
used? I would then also add acetone peroxide.
