of the gervice, In order that I should be able to 'segurs’ a certain
amount of detailed information'I 'asked the NMinister to give me the
help of ‘the following to'assist in'this work'= Coloriel Wallade Scott,
Lieut. ColonelcWilson, Lieut. Colonel McKeown, Captain Hunter ‘and
Colonel Reidv+s .Colonel Reid'is the Dirsctor of Récruiting and
Organization 'and he has in his Office a vast amount of information
which I desire to use. cI“have undertaken this wokk with.the sole
object ‘of making an-impartial snquiry into the Organization.and’
Administration of the C.A.M.C. and without ‘arimus towards any one.
After making a thorough investigation, ‘assisted by this Committee, a
report will be made .upon our findings topgether with recommendations.

If I had received a .communication from anybody else but your-
sels, of this kind, Sir William, I would have looked upon it as a
threat and (considersed “it ‘improper under the circumstances, 'but .having
had for many years the greatest admiration land ‘the kindliest feeling
and affection for you, I am quite sure you did not mean it at all in
this way.

After my return from France, at the end of. anothenr ten days or
80, I shall he delighted to run up some day and see you.
