With the excention -f the visits to houses in which are found the "focos", it doe
not involve anything not now being done in Bahia, Furthermore, in Recife, such
visits are now Leiny made, '

The irmportant thing is, it scems to e, that Pu.ly 907 of the exncnses
¢an be budgeted, in somewhat the Tollowing ranner.

5. This w:uld necessit~te, if the systex were put into effect on July 1, 1o
but five budgets, for Bahia, Recife, Parahy'a and Carpina Grande, Netnl, ~nd
Fortaleza, respectively, each with its res-ective interiog\atatiohs.

6. Temoorary control measures could then he financed by special grants for
temporary work in the verious other nlaces indicated from time to time.

The above system does not seem to me to be unduly covplicated. It would
nut each station on not more thar twe budgets, and most of them would te onm ~ne
most of the time. :

It is perfectly obvious and well known that by far the larger part of
the expenditures ocour now in the city of Pahis with its surrounding zone of secon-
dary cities, in Recif'e, Parahyba and Camnina grande, in Watal, and in Portaleza.
These are the permonent stations where c-ntrol measuree and therefore costs are
relatively stabilized. The only thing thot seens lislle to heaonen is a reduction
in costs. The budgets should allow for so-e exnansion, of course.

Perhaps, in my ignorance of the entire working of Ludgets, including their
course in and thru the home office, this nlan has insunerable and dangerous techni-
c~1l difficulties. The thought occurs to me that perhaps these budgets could be
arranged within the yellow fever budget for this year, and give a tasis for the
budgets and a-propriations next year. '

As I read over this memorandum it seers ag if the tone were authoritative.
It_ie not meant to be such, tut in the light of my understanding of the situation,
which is only partial, the thins secems feasable.
